Safety and usage
information

To unlock the keys and the
screen, tap Unlock — Unlock, or press
and hold [e=n].

Disable wireless functions

By disabling your device’s wireless
functions, you can use non-network
services in areas where wireless devices
are prohibited, such as aeroplanes and
hospitals.



To disable wireless functions,

Wireless Manager.

3. Tap Phone.

To enable wireless functions, repeat steps
